General Thoughts
- Stockpiling not desirable, keep equip in use with agreement to pull for emergency

- Rural clinics stocked with plenty of basics


-ie: Meds, dressings, IV fluids, tubing, needles

- Most have limited O2 production ability
- Respiratory is recurring emergency issue
- Too many different equipment sizes is confusing and inefficient.

- Simple medical documentation forms a must
- Disposable laryngoscope blades not acceptable
- Assumed that Air Liquide will be operational
- Look into extra generators for congregate care sites

- Congregate care sites will house non medical supplies: diapers, formula, blankets
“Go Kits”

- 2 types, Respiratory and Trauma
- Need deployment plan, on call system, ideal 3 person team: Doc, nurse and RT
- Starts as large duffel bag with equipment list and medical documentation forms
- Be able to quickly gather equipment, pack and go.

Results, Other Ideas
- Give ANTHC money to increase medication stores with agreement to use meds.
- Create basis and checklist for “Go Kits”

- Create prioritized list of equipment needed in event of major pediatric disaster

- Acquire and store equip at warehouse to be kept in normal use, but available for Go Kits/other emergency

- Develop agreements with hospitals to use purchased equip, but prioritize for emergencies.
- Invite Elmendorf, CDC next time

- O2 concentrators for congregate care sites w/ portable pulse ox
- Finalize most expensive equipment purchases before Don Lesco retires
Research: Price Quotes, Make, Model, prices/expiration on tubing and accessories
- Mike E: Research which infusion pump would be best.  Consult NICU/PICU nurses.                                       Look up lab machine from recent conference.

- Deb L: Research Aeromed drug and equip list.  Research vents: Smith, Puritan/Bennett
- Steve M: Research  Istat, Rapid Point, Mike’s lab machine from conference
- Ed D: Research Eagle vent and government vent subsidy program.

The Future

- Get exact makes/models/qtys finalized at mid January SC meeting
- Have Equip group meet/connect before mid Jan meeting to agree on makes/models

- Create Trauma “Go Kit” list

- Create prioritized list for supplies needed in major disaster
- Draft Memorandums of Agreement for purchased equipment use.
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
