2.21.08 MEP-P Equipment Team meeting summary

Next meeting:
- Physically collect mock up Go Kit to see sizing needs and feasibility 
- Finalize respiratory Go Kit list

- Discuss trauma addition to Go Kit

- Develop list of local stockpile for peds emergency needs

- Discuss purchasing options and creation of detailed manifest.

Meeting notes:

- Brought Vortran “disposable” vents to meeting with manifold.  

- PAMC has 150 >10kg “peds” models, and 150 >40kg adult models.  Also have 
7  “E-vent kit” manifolds which allow 7 vents to run off 1 O2 source.  


- General sense from RT dept. at ANMC and MSRMC is that these are not a 
replacement for a vent, could replace an ambu bag, would be a measure of last 
resort.  Needs frequent knowledgeable staff supervision.

- Use a lot of O2, could be made to run on 50 psi room air with “cheaters” or 
other compressor.


- Ed will draft a White Paper on impressions of unit, send to group for input, then 
submit to Emergency Management Committees.  

- Discussed nebulizers, Dave researched Aeroneb electronic nebulizer, approx $1000, high quality device.


- Determined that there are options for $100-$200 (Pulmoaide w/ disposable 
nebulizers) which don’t take up significantly more room.     

- Aaron saw $100 DeVilbiss small battery powered nebulizer from home care 
company.  Will send website for comment.  

- Discussed I-Stat, addressed issue of licensing, current idea is to purchase 1 each for ANMC and PAMC to add their current supply.  


- Priority for I-Stat is high.  


- Justification of I-Stat priority because it can be used across all ages.


- Possibility of I-Stat donating or discounting unit.  

- Propaq 102 monitor is classic transport monitor, probably available used and inexpensive.


- Phillips monitors are also currently used


- Monitor purchased should probably be the most cost effective.

- Nonan “finger sized” pulse oximeter discussed, concern over adaptability to very small fingers.


- Nelcor 512 proposed as alternative, runs on 2AA batteries or AC, requires 
disposable probes.  Ed will research.       
  
- Little Sucker suction tip is excellent, cheap, efficient.  


- Requires suction device to operate.

- Deb has mentioned hand powered option.  

- Wee Sight ™ Trans Illuminator proposed as cheap easy option.  Will send website.
- Removed portable ultrasound from list as unnecessary.  

- Other Go Kit “wants”: 


- Arterial Blood Gas syringes w/ capillary tubes, butterfly needles


- End Tidal CO2 monitor – BCI model approx $1000  Dave will research.
- Biomed departments should be contacted to discuss Newport HT50, Infusion Pumps, Nebulizers and Sensormedics 3100B.    


- RT depts. at ANMC and PAMC both expressed desire for 3100B over 3100A 
because of versatility and scarce 3100B availability.  MSRMC is interested as 
well.
