MEP-P Curriculum meeting summary
3/14/08 11-12:30pm
Attendees: Aaron Case, Bobbi O’Kelley, LeMay Hupp, Deb Whitethorn, Cindy Alkire,  Linda Oxley (Telephone)

Summary of Developments: 

- PALS re-cert is only available through 8 hour PALS course, not available as previously thought through extension of PEPP course.  This removes incentive for many providers to take PEPP course.  We should examine other options.  

- Tiers of training proposed previously: 1 hr. JIT presentation, 8 hour BLS PEPP, 16 hour ALS PEPP, 20 hour ALS PEPP w/ PALS re-cert

- Ideas for tiers of training from this meeting: 1 hr. JIT presentation (possibly online), 4 hr. relevant parts of PEPP course in modular form (possibly online), Addition of other modules (Behavioral Health, Child Communication; possibly online), encourage non-peds providers to take 8 hr BLS PEPP or 16 hr. ALS PEPP.  

· Flexibility and incentives are best ways to implement training.  Required or elective participation in PEPP for non-peds nurses/doctors/other providers is not realistic considering schedules of most providers.  CMEs would be best incentives, with encouragement to take full 8 or 16 hour course if desired.  Ability to self study and/or take online is desirable.

· Creating online training with CME accreditation necessitates more work on content development with this group.

· More concrete benefit to rest of nation, more likely to be used by providers   

- Bobbi O’Kelley developed a Behavioral Health presentation

Actions:


Deb Whitethorn: Develop self study course module for “Children In Disasters” Chapter of PEPP course.


Bobbi O’Kelley: Revise Behavioral Health presentation

Linda Oxley: Schedule and deliver 1 hour Assessment presentation at Mat Su.  Work with Jen Thomas to revise .ppt presentation.  

Aaron Case: Research web app possiblities, current online pediatric disaster courses.

Cindy Alkire: Inquire with PALI about CME accreditation for planned modules.
 
Discussion notes:

- PEPP combined w/ PALS: no longer available as per PALS course change.  ONLY way to get PALS renewal is through specific 8 hour PALS renewal course agenda.  


Trying to combine courses for future, but outside scope of this group.


- How do we want to proceed?


PEPP is excellent, but diverse audiences are an issue.  Are nurses necessary to be PEPP certified?  PEPP would be largely redundant for PALS certified providers.  


- Perhaps we should focus on Non-Peds providers w/out PALS (school nurses, public health nurses, CHAPs, Nurses in clinics).  


PALS recent changes make it no longer appropriate for majority of disaster situations.  


Many modules of PEPP are useful for disaster situations, perhaps not all.  


PEPP Disaster chapter, etc are good. 


-Current thinking of this group is towards statewide pediatric PEPP course expansion on PALS teaching model (Instructors travel to communities to give course)  


Instructors for PEPP are limited.   How can we get PALS instructors to become PEPP instructors.  


As per last meeting, BJ is investigating possibilities for training instructors.  


-How do we get providers to take course?  Is adding another 8 or 16 hour course to list of annual courses required for most providers realistic?  Especially without PALS re-cert incentive?  What is incentive?  Time is at a premium, but providers still want CME credits, perhaps 4 hour PEPP derived course?  Perhaps online option?

Are the PEPP certificates from 8 or 16 hour course good enough incentive?


In-hospital or PALS certified providers probably don’t care enough about PEPP certificate to take 8 or 16 hour course.  


Out of hospital providers might be interested in PEPP certificate.  
 If 4 hour course is possible, we should discuss with PEPP governing body for rights, acceptable use of specific chapters.   

Other options: bring course to community (ie Current PALS distribution model), use modular system to teach portions in 1-2 hour chunks.  


Investigate existing online courses from LA Childrens, Boston


PH training network is another avenue for online course.  


Build a sharepoint website for Pediatric disaster education.  Multimedia content, password accessible, offering CMEs for each module.  


Discuss with PALI about CMEs for these courses.  


Include training module on new HT50 ventilators.


Still using PEPP as basis, just in modular form.

Can add Behavioral Health module, Kitty Wellman’s module, Jen Thomas’ 1 hour overview module. 

Creating online CME accredited training will require more work from this group than using PEPP outright.  How will we do the work?


Website offers big benefit to public, other states, we would be spearheading pediatric disaster training in a way that could be adapted nationwide.      

- Bobbi O’Kelley developed a 30-60 minute behavioral health presentation on recognizing and assisting kids with PTSD.  Group gave feedback, Bobbi will revise and is looking for more feedback from other group members.
