- Dani Bowman and BJ Coopes report on their January trip to the Surge Capacity Planning Conference in Dallas

            - Very experienced based conference, most presenters had a role in real world disaster response.  
            - Communications and security were big issues that consistently came up.  

            - What can MEP-P do to help communications and security?  Perhaps outside scope?

            - Redundant communications are necessary

            - Communication between medical community, state, city, feds is important

            - Athletic venue is excellent sheltering space because it has many facilities and security features built in.  
            - Mental health is more important than may be apparent.  

            - Pediatric medical care more important than thought.  Plans did not include pediatrics, but pediatrics team set up MPERT (Mobile Pediatric Emergency Response Team) which expanded from 2 beds to large unit and helped keep kids out of hospital ED.  

            - Dr. Paul Sirbaugh’s presentation about MPERT and related experience was most helpful.  Will post on MEP-P resource page (see below)
            - Nearly everyone gets some sort of Gastrointestinal illness by day 3 of living in unhygienic shelter, response team should be prepared.  

            - Most kids and most patients seen as a result of a disaster will be “worried well” so plans should account for more low grade occurrences such as GI illness, colds, scrapes, behavioral health.
