7. Aaron Case will contact Ed Deforest about developing HT50 ventilator training.

- Promo and project generally well received.  Used trifold board with posters and passed out approx 40 brochures.  Provided sign up list, 10 people signed up for more information.  Specific interest in Nurse Alert noted.  
- Development of online versions of our 1 hour modules, including:

· Accreditation for CEUs
Marlise James and MaryJane Poyner from Providence PALI provide info on accreditation possibilities: 

· - Possible for PAMC employees only at present

· Would like to include training in Health Stream online training system

· If it is approved in PALI Health Stream system, it should be relatively simple to include in each Alaskan institution’s online training system.  

· Investigate with Sandra Woods at Public Health to expand accreditation statewide. 

· General guidelines for online course development: 60 minute course, including 10 question quiz.  80% on quiz to pass.  PALI can provide MS Word template for creating Health Stream compatible course.  2 PALI appointed nurses will review course prior to accreditation.  
· Assignments for drafting online versions
- Jen Thomas and Linda Oxley will revise “Peds for ICU Nurses” into “Peds for Non-Peds nurses” and online version with 10 question quiz.  

- Bobbi O’Kelley will develop “Treating Children in Crisis” online version with 10 quiz questions.
· Assignments for follow up on modules not developed by MEP-P members.

· - LeMay Hupp volunteered to examine Dr. Lou Romig’s video for JumpSTART pediatric disaster triage and investigate translation into online version.  She will contact Dr. Romig for permission.
· - Development of Ventilator training – Can’t be an RT crash course, should stick to machine familiarization, use Newport company training software if possible.  

-Aaron Case will contact Ed Deforest to see if he is interested in developing online disaster ventilator training.  

- Aaron Case will follow up with Kitty Wellman in developing an online version of her “developmental communication” presentation. 

- Cindy Alkire suggested including Child Life Services to assist in course if necessary.

· Technical considerations of online courses

· Video content is limited on most online course systems

· DVD ROM for communities with limited web access.  

- Offering a PEPP course to our target audience of non-peds/non-emergency health care providers.  

· ALS PEPP course recommended by Dr. BJ Coopes for RNs, RTs, MDs.

· BJ has a course in Homer planned for end of May.

- Homer is too far away for purposes of Anchorage focused grant

- Investigate other instructors if BJ is unavailable: Deb Whitethorn?  Deb Lerner?

· Investigate dates between mid May and mid June to offer the course.  Suggested location: BP Energy Center
· Course marketing.

At the last Steering Committee meeting it was suggested we offer one course free of charge as incentive.  We have budgeted about enough for 20 people to take the ALS course with a $500/day stipend.  Is this necessary/ appropriate?
