	· Welcome, introductions
- Matt Hirschfeld, inpatient Peds physician at ANMC
· Hot updates
· SCF is working on contracts for sub awardees.  
· Can SCF accept invoices from sub-awardees instead of contract with them?
· Current plan is to contract with PAMC and ANTHC, invoice with other sub-awardees.
· Update on ASPR, reporting, site visit
· No definitive update, CDR Bossler attempting to coordinate another visit to coincide with an exercise.
· Team reports with Action Steps
· Community Planning lead by Jayson
· Vendor Mead Johnson has formulas and specialized formulas stockpiled.
· Good Start, Similac and Enfamil are most popular formulas
· Bottles, nipples, breast pumps may be needed.  
· Oral rehydration such as Pedialyte is good consideration.  
· ORS packets might be better solution than pedialyte
· Team worked on diaper and formula sizes and quantities to store in ASD conexes, will need approx $10,000 to purchase supplies for all conexes.   
·  Community group should reach out to Red Cross again to make sure they are aware of our plans.
· Curriculum/Training lead by Cindy/Linda
· Curric team should give at least one PEPP course to non-peds hospital providers at no cost w/ survey as “experiment”.
· May 8th Linda Oxley will present 1hr “PEPP overview” JIT training at Mat Su.  
· We would like to include presentation of 1hr modules in Public Health Summit in December.  
· MEP-P is promoting PEPP and 1hr modules at conferences this week: Public Health Nursing and School nurse.
· Marketing should increase with emphasis on making sure hospital providers are not confused/turned off by “pre-hospital” title.    
· Bobbi has second draft of Behavioral Health 1hr module.  
· Potential to present with Linda at Mat Su
· Other modules proposed: 
· Kitty Wellman’s developmental communication – tested and mature course; 
· JumpSTART Triage – Dr. Lou Romig created presentation, no one in AK has worked on it; 
· Ventilator training for HT50s – idea in conjunction with state vent stockpile. 
· Concern about lack of toys available in a disaster shelter.
· Thought is that community support would be great in that situation, we probably don’t need to stockpile toys.  
· Ethics lead by Dick
· General efforts have been to adapt SOFA scoring protocols for ventilator allocation proposed by NY and other states to pediatric situation.
· Ethics team dividing into two sub groups to draft documents.
· Two types of documents planned:
· A technical medical document with suggested pediatric SOFA scoring protocols for medical providers.
· An expository document explaining rationale for SOFA scoring to the medical community and public.    
· Equipment & Logistics lead by TBA
· Reviewed manifest of equip prioritized by equip team.
· Reducing number of HT50 vents is reasonable in light of State efforts to create a ventilator stockpile.
· O2 concentrators do sound useful in shelter/ pan flu, but probably not in a hospital.
· If we purchase O2 concentrators, we should think of storing them in congregate care facilities or improving stock of Pro Care or other home care companies.
· Committee is skeptical of purchasing portable generators.  
· Storage and fuel supply are not accounted for.
· No solutions apparent.
· Investigate with SECC about storage/need.  
· Exercise lead by Darren
·  Date for May 10th scenario changed to June 26th
· Continues to be a wildfire scenario
· ANMC and PAMC are dealing with Emergency Preparedness group turnover and are working to correct the situation.
