· CPH: Purchasing general pediatric supplies to create a “peds cart” to be used for disasters and general situations.

· State wants funds spent by June 20th to meet June 30th deadline
· Federal grant ends August 8th, compromise is to spend most funds by June 20th, with limited holdover amount for planned July activities including RSV July exercise and report writing.

· Some objectives go beyond project timeline, will focus on those that are within timeframe.
· Supply recommendations have been made: Pulse oximeters for each school, supplement of diapers, wipes, formula and bottles to ASD stockpiles.

· Mead Johnson has stockpiled formula, including specialized formula.  
· Ross has not responded, will encourage them to stockpile as well
· Investigating stockpiling of Oral Re-hydration Therapy packets.  
· Curriculum/Training lead by Cindy/Linda
· 2 One Hour Modules are nearing completion and transition to “electronic version”.
· “Peds Assessment for Non Peds Providers” and “Treating Children in Crisis” will be presented by Linda Oxley and LeMay Hupp respectively at MSRMC Thurs May 8th to an inservice nurse audience.  Audience will be surveyed for suggestions.  
· Discussed online accreditation with Sandra Woods in Public Health and found a solution to offer CEUs for all Alaskan nurses for modules.  LeMay and ANAS will be in charge of tracking and issuing certificates.  
· Sandra Woods suggests distributing courses electronically on CD and giving them to each institution to put into web based learning centers.
· 3 other One Hour Modules are proposed: “Developmental Communication” by nurse Kitty Wellman, “JumpStart Triage” adapted from Dr. Lou Romig, and “The Newport HT50 and disaster ventilation” with Ed Deforest recommended to develop.
